What Is Day/Night Golf?
Nine holes in daylight and nine holes in moonlight with 
dinner and raffl  es in between is the best way to 
describe the format for the Rutgers-Newark Athletics 
Golf Outing. Players will enjoy 18 holes of golf instead 
of the traditional nine off ered in the “night golf ” 
format while being allowed to use golf carts for the 
entire day.

Shotgun starts will begin the aft ernoon and evening 
nine-hole sessions.

Playing Format:
• Players will be grouped in foursomes. Th ose
signing up as individuals, twosomes or threesomes will 
be randomly placed in foursomes.

• Players will play 18 holes in scramble format (i.e.: all 
four members of the foursome play from the spot of the 
best shot from the previous stroke). Each foursome will 
submit one group score card at the end of the round.

Mini Golf with a Chipping Contest:
Not interested in the standard 18 holes of golf? No 
problem! Participants will play 18 holes of mini golf 
with a chipping contest in the middle during the 
aft ernoon. Aft er breaking for dinner, the mini golfers 
can go back out for 18 more holes of golf and another 
shot at the chipping contest in the dark! 

Reception and Awards:
Following golf, a short, informal reception will be held. 
Awards will include trophies for the members of the 
championship foursome and the runners-up.
